(VENETO, ITALY)
Identifiable against other Proseccos for its piercing clarity of fruit, white peach and 
ripe pear abound on the nose and the palate is stirringly fresh with its lively acidity. 

The finish is long and refreshingly dry.

 
BRUT IMPERIAL MOËT & CHANDON			   € 70.00  
(ÉPERNAY, CHAMPAGNE, FRANCE)
The colour is an elegant golden straw yellow with amber highlights. Its aromas are 
radiant, revealing bright yellow-fleshed fruits, honey, floral nuances and elegant 
blond notes. The palate is seductive, richly flavourful and smooth combining 
generosity and subtlety, fullness and vigour, followed by a delicately fresh 
crispiness, to reveal the magical balance of Champagne.

CARTE D’OR BRUT DRAPPIER 				    € 70.00	
(URVILLE, CHAMPAGNE, FRANCE)
With its very high proportion of Pinot Noir, one is almost tasting a Blanc de Noirs. 
A Champagne with a fine aromatic richness, it opens with aromas of stoned fruits 
such as white vineyard peach. A spicy hint announces a powerful complex palate. 
Lovely complexity with a characteristic note of quince jelly.

SAUVIGNON BLANC ‘LA TORRE’ 	 		  € 14.50	
Off-dry, medium-bodied. Refreshing with intense ripe fruit flavours  
of pears and tropical notes of bananas and mangos.

TREBBIANO ‘LA TORRE’		  			   € 14.50
Highly fruit driven with sweet tropical fruit flavours of papaya, mango and passion 
fruit complemented by some floral and herbal notes of mint.

VERMENTINO ‘PALATINO’ 		  		  € 14.50
The first aromatic impression of this locally-grown Vermentino is floral with 
underlying herbal touches. The ensuring palate tends towards a medium body yet 
offers a rich myriad of fruity flavours supported by a refreshingly crisp acidity.

A dry white wine with aromas reminiscent of stone fruit: peaches and apricots 
underlined by a hint of green apples. Well balanced with refreshing levels of acidity.

An elegant and complex blend of Girgentina and Chardonnay with  
fruity aromas of apple, citrus, mango and sweet spice undertones.  
On the palate it is smooth and well balanced with a pleasant lingering finish. 
Ideal with fish and pasta dishes, white meats, mature cheeses.

ANTONIN BLANC 						     € 25.00 
MARSOVIN (RAMLA VALLEY, GOZO)
Antonin Blanc is produced from selected Chardonnay grapes harvested from the 
Ramla Valley Estate in Gozo and fermented in new oak barrels for 12 weeks. This 
wine has a fine balance of acidity, oak and soft buttery flavours.

BLANC DE CHEVAL 					     € 23.00 
MARSOVIN (RAMLA VALLEY, GOZO)
This medium bodied white wine has distinct fruity aromas of citrus and apples 
bursting into zesty fruity flavours on the palette and ending with a pleasant 
lingering finish.

PINOT GRIGIO DELLE VENEZIE ‘CADIS’ 		  € 17.00
CANTINA DI SOAVE (VENETO, ITALY)
Delicately floral with subtle hints of crisp citrus, this a silky, remarkably elegant 
Pinot Grigio, the perfect accompaniment to first courses and fish.

VILLA ANTINORI BIANCO				    € 20.00
MARCHESI ANTINORI (TOSCANA, ITALY)
The nose is delicate and elegant with its notes of bananas, pineapples, white 
flowers, and candied fruit. The palate is balanced and harmonious with good flavor 
persistence and mineral notes on the finish and aftertaste.

ANTHÌLIA DONNAFUGATA				    € 20.00
(SICILIA)
The nose presents a fresh and fruity bouquet with notes of white-fleshed fruits 
(peach) combined with scents of aromatic herbs. On the palate we find the evident 
fruity note again, refreshed by agreeable sapidity. It finishes with good persistence.

GAVI DI GAVI BENI DI BATASIOLO	  		  € 20.00
(PIEMONTE, ITALY)
Fresh and flowery to the nose, of good intensity and persistence. In the mouth it is 
dry, pleasantly fresh and long-lasting. The final sensation that reminds almonds is 
typical of the denomination.

(DEL VULCANO LAVA, CAMPANIA)
An intense, aromatic perfume of ripe pears with a honeyed, almond note.  
On the palate, this wine has stone fruit flavours of yellow peaches, a crisp, mineral 
character, a mouth-filling body and good length on the finish.

(RHEINHESSEN, GERMANY)
Fresh citrus and green apple notes. Versatile fruitiness and refreshing acidity. A 
medium sweet Riesling balanced with a fresh, crisp acidity and superbly versatile 
minerality.

ALBARIÑO ‘DEUSA NAI’ MARQUÉS DE CACERES	 € 20.00
(RIAS BAIXAS, GALICIA, SPAIN)
Fragrant bouquet with notes of minerals that blend with a touch of grapefruit and 
mandarins. Lively in the mouth with fruit sensations that reveal a fresh acidity. Very 
pleasant fullness and good length.

GRÜNER VELTLINER MANTLERHOF		    	 € 32.00
(KREMSTAL, AUSTRIA)
Fresh and fruity, with aromas reminiscent of white currant, citrus fruits and 
“veltliner-pfefferl” or white pepper. The flavors on the palate are consistent with 
the aromas and the finish is fresh and crisp. A classic Grüner Veltliner from Kremstal, 
not too heavy but not too light.

SANCERRE DOMAINE SERGE LALOUE		   	 € 35.00
(LOIRE, FRANCE)
Fresh and clean on the nose with herbal and lime peel notes. The palate is fresh, 
alive and youthful.

CHABLIS J. MOREAU & FILS			     	 € 38.00
(BURGUNDY, FRANCE)
This wine has a pale and bright gold colour. A clean, mineral and perfumed nose, 
with flinty flavours of grapefruit. Fresh and crisp on the palate, elegant and mineral 
with flavours of citrus peel.

TORRONTÉS ALAMOS			    		  € 17.00
(SALTA, ARGENTINA)
A delightful expression of the region, its crisp and extraordinarily fragrant, filled 
with striking floral aromas of orange and jasmine blossom. On the palate, vibrant 
notes of peach, ripe pineapple and fresh herbs lead to a refreshing zing of acidity 
at the finish.

WHITE WINES NEW WORLD

CHENIN BLANC SIMONSIG				    € 18.00
(STELLENBOSCH, SOUTH AFRICA)
It screams tropical fruit in a glass. An array of white pear and melon with an 
undertone of quava. The synergy between the acid and the fruit makes this wine a 
super quaffer. An unpretentious wine that over delivers on the nose and palate.

SAUVIGNON BLANC MAORI BAY			   € 19.00
(MARLBOROUGH, NEW ZEALAND)
A typical Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc vibrant and fruity with aromas of pineapple, 
gooseberry and elderflower.

SAUVIGNON BLANC RESERVA ‘35° SOUTH’	  	 € 21.00
VIÑA SAN PEDRO
(CURICO, ELQUI & LEYDA VALLEYS, CHILE)
The wine is intense and elegant with a notable bouquet of tropical fruit like passion 
fruit and grapefruit, which combine with fresh notes. On the palate it is very fruit 
with an inviting acidity.

120 SAUVIGNON BLANC				    	 € 18.00
(SANTA RITA, CENTRAL VALLEY)
This wine shows a fruity aroma of citrus blossom and peaches that is well balanced 
by delicate herbaceous undertones and a pleasant acidity intensifying the
wine’s freshness.



RED WINES LOCAL

CABERNET SAUVIGNON ‘LA TORRE			   € 14.50 
This medium bodied wine displays aromas of a black fruit character: black berries  
& blackcurrants with robust mouth-coating tannins and a velvety lingering finish.

GELLEWZA-SHIRAZ ‘LA TORRE		  		  € 14.50
A medium-bodied fruity red wine with abundant aromas of soft, ripe fruit. The 
Gellewza softens the spiciness of the Shiraz revealing ripe levels of rounded tannins 
and forward fruitiness making this wine easy-drinking with a typical earthy, mineral 
hint.

MERLOT ‘CARAVAGGIO’		  			   € 15.50
A concentrated fruity red wine of deep intensity with abundant aromas of mature 
dried fruit: figs, dried plums & ripe juicy forest berries combined with supple and 
rounded tannins. It is a complex fully-flavoured wine with a long lingering finish.

SHIRAZ ‘CARAVAGGIO’					     € 15.50
A full bodied, complex red wine of deep concentration. Its spiciness combines well 
with the pronounced characteristics of a black fruit character of blackberry and a 
black peppery, mineral bouquet rounded with abundant soft, robust tannins and 
long length.

1919 MARSOVIN						      € 16.00
This full bodied red wine has intense fruity aromas of Amarena cherries, apricots 
and chocolate with light tobacco undertones. On the palate it is silky and smooth 
with velvety tannins and a pleasant lingering sweet finish.

SHIRAZ ‘ULYSSES’ MARSOVIN (GOZO)		  € 16.00
Produced entirely from hand-picked grapes harvested in family owned vineyards in 
Gozo, this full bodied ruby red wine is very delicate on the palate, with soft tannins 
and soft fruity aromas reminiscent of raspberries and plums.

CHEVAL FRANC MARSOVIN (WARDIJA)		  € 25.00
A medium-bodied wine, with a peppery herbaceous aroma, typical of the Cabernet 
Franc variety, which dominates this wine.

RED WINES ITALIAN

MONTEPULCIANO D’ABRUZZO ‘PODERE’ UMANI	€ 17.00
RONCHI (MARCHE, ITALY)
Delicate aromas of plum and Morello cherry, robust and full-bodied in the mouth, 
slightly tannin-rich with a dry and flavourful finish.

SANTA CRISTINA ROSSO MARCHESI ANTINORI	 € 18.00
(TOSCANA, ITALY)
On the nose, delicate notes of cherries and ripe red fruit, typical of Sangiovese and 
Syrah, mingle with the characteristic balsamic sensations of Merlot. The palate is 
ample and supple and the finish and aftertaste are fruity.

SEDÀRA DONNAFUGATA				    € 20.00
(SICILIA)
Offers a fruity bouquet with scents of blackberries and blueberries combined with 
a light spicy note of black pepper. The palate displays good structure with suave 
tannins and pleasant freshness. A soft red, versatile for food pairing, perfect for 
every day.

CHIANTI CLASSICO BARONE RICASOLI	  	 € 20.00
(TOSCANA, ITALY)
Spicy and balsamic aromas of pepper and liquorice with hints of pansies and sour 
cherries. A well-equilibrated wine revealing a clean and fragrant taste. Lots of 
Chianti Classico characteristics with violet and mixed berries flavours.

BAROLO BENI DI BATSIOLO			    	 € 40.00
(PIEMONTE, ITALY)
The bouquet has all the typical aromas of the grape Nebbiolo showing the dried 
fruit, flowers, spices, sweets, and the typical delicate herbaceous aromas. In the 
mouth, the perfect balance between tannins, freshness and the alcoholic content, 
offer truly powerful sensations but absolutely elegant and pleasing.



NEW WORLD RED WINES

grapes. Intense plum, violets, mulberry and black fruit flavours. Maturation in third 
and fourth fill French oak barrels add a soft complexity with well-integrated firm 
tannins.

MARSOVIN (MALTA)
This fine and fruity Rose’ has a sweet intense aroma reminiscent of apples & 
strawberries. It is medium dry, medium bodied.

ROSÉ D’ANJOU LES GARDELLES			   € 18.00
(LOIRE, FRANCE)
Hints of wild strawberries and gingerbread on the nose. Fresh, delicate and velvety 
on the tongue with notes of strawberry, raspberry and sweet spices..

WHITE ZINFANDEL BLOSSOM HILL			   € 18.00
(CALIFORNIA, USA)
Bright and crisp, with hints of citrus and juicy red fruit, the wine’s fruity aromas and 
flavours come alive through watermelon and floral notes.

SWEET WINES
MOSCATO ‘CARAVAGGIO’ (MALTA)			   € 15.50
A luscious sweet wine with typical aromatic fruit of orange blossom, and intense 
grapey aromas, with hints of peaches and apricots. It has a refreshing acidity on the 
palate with good concentration of fruit, structure and balance.

MOSCATO D’ASTI ‘NIVOLE’	       HALF BOTTLE	 € 13.50 
This sweet, fragrant, lightly sparkling wine has vivid aromas and flavors of peach 
and apricot on a light body with a delicate finish typical of Moscato d’Asti.

MOSCATO D’ASTI ‘LE FRONDE’			   	 € 28.00 
Notes of musk, orange flowers, sage and honey on the nose. The straw-yellow wine 
has a pleasantly sweet taste that is very well-balanced and features honey and just-
picked grapes.

OLD WORLD RED WINES

TOURIGA NACIONAL TUSSOCK JUMPER		  € 18.00
(DOURO, PORTUGAL) 
This wine suggests a complex aroma of wood fruits and white flowers with 
chocolate and coconut tastes. On the palate it presents a well-balanced and 
rounded flavour with a rich taste of fruit and spices.

CRIANZA ‘ARIENZO’ MARQUÉS DE RISCAL		  € 22.00
(RIOJA, SPAIN) 
A fresh, fruity wine with a lovely attack, bringing a reminder of red-berried fruit 
mingling with the coconut and vanilla aromas from the oak. Full and supple  
with a long finish.

PINOT NOIR ‘BOURGOGNE ROUGE’			   € 38.00
DOMAINE FAIVELEY (BOURGOGNE, FRANCE) 
This wine has a pleasant, fresh, red-fruit aromas on the nose, which we find again 
on the palate. It has a rich and very ripe substance, with fine round tannins.

ZINFANDEL ‘WOODBRIDGE’ ROBERT MONDAVI	 € 18.00
(CALIFORNIA, USA) 
The bright aromas of this Zinfandel brim with blackberry jam, cherries, black 
pepper, and spice. Vanilla and toast flavours add life to this full-bodied wine that 
finishes with soft, velvety tannins.

CARMENÈRE (SANTA RITA, CHILE)			   € 20.00
Chile’s very own variety offers rich aromas of ripe, red fruit and fragrant spices.  
On the palate, it is a fresh, light bodied and elegant wine with a commanding,  
fruity and lingering finish.

MALBEC							       € 20.00
This ripe and plush Malbec features dark fruit flavours of blackberry,  
blueberry and black raspberry and with supple tannins.

CABERNET SAUVIGNON RESERVA ‘35° SOUTH’	 € 21.00
Intense red fruit aromas with cassis and vanilla notes. On the palate  
it presents itself as luscious wine with elegant, sweet tannins and a  
lovely long finish.
